Q. | notice that the deacon or the priest always
pours a little water into the wine at Mass.
Shouldn’t he be doing all the cups? On the
other hand, why can’t they just add the waler
beforehand?

A. You are observant. The deacon is allowed
to do this pouring of a drop of water into the
chalice at the side table, but when a priest does
it, he does it off to the side of the altar. Whlen

many chalices are used, the new directiyes
stipulate that the wine is poured into all of the

cups at the Preparation of the Gifts.  Up until

recently, a chalice and a central flagon (pitcher)

was prepared, and then it was poured into| all

the cups at communion time. Now, since the

many cups are prepared earlier, some deacons
and priests will put a drop of water into eacgh.
It helps to remember that the reason for the
drop of water. Long ago wine had quite a kick
to it, and in the ancient Roman world, mast
people added some water to their wine. It was
normal to mingle water with wine. That
carried over into the Mass, where a meanjng
was assigned to the pouring of water. The
action led people to recall the mingling of
Christ's divinity (the water) with our humanity
(the wine). An ordinary table custom thus topk
on a spiritual meaning, and the silent prayers
the priest said while doing this bolstered this
spiritual meaning. Today, the General
Instruction on the Roman Missal says the water
dropped into the chalice should be “only|a
little.” It also speaks only of the central
chalice. Although some dioceses and parishes
interpret the rule differently, the clearest choice

Is probably to prepare only the central chalice

this way, and to do so quietly and without| a

great deal of fanfare. Taking the time to add a
drop of water to 20 chalices at a really hig
parish liturgy probably does put too strong @an
accent on a secondary aspect of the Mass.
