Q. My new parish asked for my child’'s First
Penance certificate, and my old parish won't giv
me one. Why not?

D

A. The Church requires that children preparing|for
First Holy Communion receive a catechesis for|the
Sacrament of Penance, and the opportunity to cakgbr

it. However, when you think about it, there’s noywa

the parish can require a certificate, since whapbag
in your child’s time with the priest is a strictcset. NO
one can ever know whether or not your child
confessed, or recited arithmetic tables, or frogear
had anything much to say, nor if he or she recegived
absolution. That's secret territory and, as thgnsg
goes, we don’t go there. So, if your child has tgs
receive First Communion, perhaps the person ingehar
at your old parish would be willing to write a ngte
indicating at what stage of catechesis your cheift| |
that parish to move to a new one. Interestinglgreh
was a time when the Church did try to keep track of
these things. Centuries ago, the “Easter Duty”
required that the faithful celebrate the Sacranudnt
Penance and receive Holy Communion during|the
Easter season. In those days, amazingly enougdstgri
passed out a kind of “chit” or ticket which woulden
be passed in at Communion time. This gave the @hurc
the ability to count Easter Duty, and yielded stais
for organizing dioceses and parishes.
