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Dear Parishioners: 
 
Each year it is the administrator’s 
obligation to present to the parish its 
financial status.  This is usually done at 
the beginning of the new fiscal year in 
July.  Since many of our members are 
away during the summer months, we 
will delay giving this report until 
September.  In the meantime, as 
indicated in last week’s letter, we will 
be on the road to a stewardship program 
in our parish.  In the past we have asked 
the charter members of St. Anthony’s to 
pledge or provide an estimate of giving 
for the mission and ministry of the 
church, namely the building of a 
permanent structure and providing 
finances for our current operating 
expenses.  A follow up to this campaign 
has been curtailed awaiting some 
definite proposals from our esteemed 
diocese.  As a result, many of our new 
members have not yet been approached, 
but please do not feel neglected. As 
soon as we get on the band wagon 
again, you will be contacted.  
 

We have much to be thankful for as a 
parish.  Our mission, “to grow as a 
faithful community through which all 
people can deepen companionship with 
God and each other in Christ through 
the Spirit and participate in God’s 
continuing work in the world” is being 
realized, and in many ways.  There are 
new faces in our midst; seriousness 
about personal spiritual growth; 
utilization of opportunities to learn and 
deepen our faith.  Our life continues to 
be made richer by our children who 
bring to us their own gifts and spiritual 
wisdom through  the apt instruction of 
our catechetical programs.  
 

We continue to reach out to those in 
need through our parish community and 
outreach, homebound and Eucharistic 
committees and other service projects. 
As we continue to grow, we will find 
new energies to consider other 
possibilities for service and witness. The 
Gospel is proclaimed, the sacraments 
are ministered, some of us sing some of 
the hymns some of the time (!), and joy 
becomes laughter.  A major task has 
been completed, the raising of about a 
million dollars in cash to assist in our 

building project.  We anticipate tripling 
this amount. 
 

Thus, as a community of God’s people, 
we have much for which to give thanks.   
 

Each of us has many things personally 
about which we might also offer thanks.  
As each of us thinks about God’s 
generosity and grace, the list of our 
thanksgivings gets longer. 
 

One of the ways we live thankfully is to 
return a portion of the material gifts God 
has entrusted to our care to him for the 
yearly ministry and witness of his 
church. This letter is  an introduction for 
you  to consider a prayerful gift 
generated  from your own gratitude to 
God for all of his blessings. .   
 

We will discuss about what it means for 
us to live thankfully in future 
communication, and during our liturgy, 
on Sundays between now and mid 
November.  Meanwhile we invite you to 
reflect on what your gratitude might 
move you to share from the material 
things you hold in trust for the Creator 
of all. 
 

We will consider forming a Stewardship 
committee who will be dedicates to 
working toward the goal of giving 
proportionately.   We urge you to make 
this a matter of personal reflection and 
prayer. 
 

May God continue to bless you and 
those you love.

ASSUMPTION OF THE BLESSED 
VIRGIN MARY 

AUGUST 15, 2010

Mary is a model of faith and hope for 
us. She is among "the first-fruits" of "all 
those who belong to Jesus" and who 
share in his triumph. There is a 
wonderful tradition dating back to the 
early church which marks Mary's 
"falling asleep" (Feast of Dormition in 
many Eastern churches) and her 
heavenly birthday when she was 

received into heaven. Her reception into 
heaven is seen as a sign to all believing 
Christians of the promise Jesus made 
that we too would be received into 
paradise. At the last supper Jesus told 
his disciples that he would prepare a 
place for them in his Father's house. 
"And when I go to prepare a place for 
you, I will come again and will take you 
to myself, that where I am you may be 
also" (John 14:3).  

What enabled Mary to grow in faith, and 
to persevere in hope, in the face of 
obstacles and trials? The Gospel of Luke 
reveals the presence and power of the 
Holy Spirit in Mary's life. When 
Elizabeth and Mary greeted one another 
they were filled with the Holy Spirit and 
with a joyful anticipation of the 
fulfillment of God's promise to give a 
Savior. John the Baptist, even before the 
birth of the Messiah, pointed to His 
coming and leapt for joy in the womb of 
his mother as the Holy Spirit revealed to 
him the presence of the King to be born. 
The Holy Spirit is God's gift to us to 
enable us to know and experience the 
indwelling presence of God and the 
power of his kingdom. The Holy Spirit 
is the way in which God reigns within 
each of us. Mary accepted her mission 
with uncompromising faith and 
obedience. She acted with unwavering 
trust and faith because she believed that 
God would fulfill the word he had 
spoken. Her great hymn of praise echoes 
the song of Hannah and proclaims the 
favor of the Lord: God exalts the lowly 
and he fills the hungry.  

Let us ask Mary to intercede for us that 
our faith in the eternal promise will be 
fulfilled.

Questions & Answers 
 
Q. My little nephew, who has Down Syndrome, was 
denied First Communion because, my sister was 
told, these children are unable to understand that 
the Eucharist is the body of Christ.  Needless to say, 
this has caused a huge uproar in the family.  This 
sounds wrong.  Can it be true? 
 
A. I’m truly sorry for this unnecessarily painful 
situation.  It could be that the person making this 
decision at the parish level does not know that our 
bishops have dealt with this issue very thoroughly.  In 
1995, they published “Guidelines for the Celebration 
of the Sacraments with Persons with Disabilities.”  A 
section of this document touches on the issue of First 
Communion.  These guidelines are based on a 
pastoral letter from our bishops on this topic in 1978, 
revised in 1989.  The liturgy ought to be completely 
accessible to all the baptized.  The document states 
clearly that the sacraments are not to be denied to 
persons who request them at the appropriate times, 
and that once a person is baptized, the presumption is 
that Christian Initiation be completed in Confirmation 
and the Eucharist.  While Canon Law does say that a 
pastor has the right to determine readiness, the only 
expectation is that for Holy Communion, a child 
should be able to recognize the Eucharist as more 
than ordinary food.  In my experience, when a child 
with a disability participates at Mass regularly, and 
observes the family receiving reverently, his or her 
appreciation for the “difference” is clear.  Our 
bishops have said that when there is a doubt about a 
person’s readiness, the matter is to be resolved “in 
favor of the right of the baptized person to receive.”  
That is strong and helpful language.  Often, and sadly 
even in church, parents of a child with a disability 
have to go the extra mile in advocacy.  They might 
want to check to see if their own diocese has a written 
policy, perhaps through the Religious Education or 
Liturgy Department, which of course would need to 
be in harmony with the national documents.  It sounds 
to me that someone in authority at the parish level 
simply doesn’t know about these guidelines.  While 
this has been painful for the family, if you can 
somehow push for a formulation of a parish policy, 
the next family in line will be grateful and the parish 
will be empowered to do the right thing.
