In recent years, many spiritual writers 
have talked about the True Self and the False Self. The True Self is the person whom God has 
created me to be. The False Self is the person whom I have made myself into. 
 

On Saturday, February 4, from 9am to 3pm at St. Elizabeth Ann Seton Catholic Church, 
award-winning author, Fr. Albert Haase, OFM, will lead us in presentations dealing with the 
True Self and the False Self.

We’ll discuss the “lie” of the False 
Self’s agenda and how we all become trapped in it. Finally, we will discuss how to break free 
of the False Self’s agenda and begin the journey to the True Self.

He 
trains spiritual directors for the diocese of Peoria, IL. He is also the co-host of Spirit and Life, 
a radio show heard every weekend on the Relevant Radio Network and Baraga Broadcasting.
